Frequently Asked Questions

When is the Centennial Jubilee?
April 27-29, 2012. Participants can pick one of three options to attend this event:
*  Full Weekend- Friday evening until Sunday mid-day- Cost $45.00 per person
e Day Only- Saturday AM until 5 p.m.- $25.00 person
* Day and Dinner- Saturday AM until Saturday evening, includes dinner and dance- $32.00 per person

Who can participate?
All Girl Scouts are invited to join us at the Centennial Jubilee. All grade levels can participate in any of the 3
attendance options.

What about adult chaperones?

Troops/groups are encouraged to follow safety activity checkpoints ratios. If you have additional adult chaperones
who would like to participate then they are welcome to come. However, adult chaperones beyond the recommended
ratio will be expected to volunteer for at least one 2-hour shift. If you have questions about volunteering expectations
or if you are interested in volunteering, please contact jubilee@nccoastalpines.org. Adult chaperones must be
registered Girl Scouts members. Also, adults that are staying for the weekend are required to have a current
background check.

How many people are you expecting for the event?
We are expecting between 2,000 and 3,000 people to attend in total.

Where will the participants be staying?

Weekend campers will be bringing their own tents to set up in designated camping areas. Fields will be divided by
grade-level with designated areas for multi-grade-level groups. Campsites will be assigned to the troops and the size
of the campsite will depend upon the number of participants in each troop. There will also be space for day troops to
set up tents for a base camp during the day on Saturday.

Can troops/groups bring RVs or campers?
No. Troops/groups cannot bring RVs for the weekend.

Our troop/group has a camper who needs electricity at night for a medical need, what should we do?
Please contact the Jubilee Planning Team at jubilee@nccoastalpines.org, so we can work with you to accommodate
these needs.

Will troops/groups be able to cook during the weekend?

Yes, troops will have the opportunity to cook their own meals. Due to limitations at the site, we will be designating a
specific cook area for each camping area. There will be multiple fires and a place for troops to set up their own
propane stoves. You will not be allowed to cook in your assigned campsite; you must use the pre-determined cooking
area. There will also be specific guidelines on food/dish clean-up for those troops who do cook.

Can we purchase food during the weekend?

There will be vendors on site for lunch on Saturday. Dinner will be provided on Saturday evening for all full weekend
participants and day and dinner participants. There will not be food for purchase during breakfast hours. We suggest
that you bring no-cook or low-cook meals.

Are there any restroom or shower accommodations?

There are no permanent restrooms on site. We will be bringing in portable toilets which will be placed on the various
fields and activity locations around the horse park. There will be double the recommended amount of portable toilets
to help insure that all participants will have access to restrooms. There will be no showers available during the event.
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Will troops/groups need to bring their own water or is there water on site?

Water will be available at the site. We will be bringing in water buffalos or water tanks to provide clean drinking
water. Troops will need to bring water containers or coolers to take it back to their own site. Water is only for
drinking, cooking, washing dishes and basic hygiene needs. It is not for showers, there will be no showers on site.
What about ice?

Ice will be available for a minimal cost during the weekend.

What will the schedule for the weekend look like?
The Jubilee planning committee has been hard at work planning a wonderful event for the past few months. They are
still working to fine-tune everything but here is the tentative schedule for the weekend:
