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ONLINE EARLY BIRD REGISTRATION

We're very excited to offer you the opportunity to re-register the members of your troop through our new
online registration system — C.0.R.E! Online Registration is quick, easy and will ensure that you will be able to
view your troop roster and register your girls for council-sponsored events in the fall. Please read all
instructions before attempting to reregister your troop members. There will also be a demo that you can view
for added support on the Council Web site and on the C.0.R.E. site.

A few things to know and understand about the online system —

9 Only Troop Leaders with an 01 position code can access Troop Management, which includes seeing the
members of the troop, re-registering them for Girl Scouts, registering them for events/training in the
fall.

9 Early Bird re-registration opens April 1, 2010. All troops who complete Early Bird registration online
between April 1 and June 1, 2010 will receive a $10 credit for either the council shop or toward a
Council-sponsored event, a patch for each girl/leader who reregisters, and entry into a drawing for a
$200 cash prize (must have at least 5 girls and 2 adults reregistering to be eligible for the drawing).

9 All online re-registration for 2010-2011 must be completed by September 30, 2010. The system locks
troop re-registration out of the system September 30, 2010.

9 All girls/adults who want to register online to participate in Council-sponsored events starting this fall
must have a completed registration in the system by September 30. Online re-registration is the best
way to ensure that the girls/adults will be in the system in time.

Here are the instructions:
1. Request a troop debit card at http://www.nccoastalpines.org/home/volunteer/forms/financial.aspx.

2. Collect 2011 Membership Registration fees from all reregistering members or use part of your cookie
proceeds to pay the fees. Either way, you need to make sure you have enough funds in your troop
treasury to cover all the re-registering members.

Activate your account on C.O.R.E., if you haven’t already done so. To activate your online web access go
to http://gsusa.ebiz.uapps.net/vp/Home/ActivateAccount/tabid/517/Default.aspx?pid=7 and enter your
first name, last name and email address (that is on your membership file with the council) or enter your

Membership ID number located on the paper roster included in this packet. You must have an email
address on your membership record in order to have online access.

Whenyou' re ready to renew member s:

1.

As the troop leader (01), log on to C.O.R.E. http://gsusa.ebiz.uapps.net/vp/?pid=7 and click on Troop
Management.

Click the box beside each member (girls and adults) who you are reregistering. Click on the dropdown
box at the top of the list and choose “Renew”. This will take you to a screen listing only the members
you are renewing.

Through this screen you will update information on each member. Under “Additional Information”, click
-Add- to update key information — address/contact changes, girls’ new school grade and school
information for the new school year and any updates to guardians or emergency contacts. This
information is required by the system in order to proceed.

**You will only be able to renew the girls/adults currently in your troop.

** |f you have girls moving to a new troop (i.e. bridging girls), please register them in your current troop
and send an email to jholtshouser@nccoastalpines.org to request a troop transfer to their new troop.

This is the best way to ensure all the girls are in the system for fall event registrations.

**If you have new girls, you will need to send in a paper registration, dues summary and troop check for
them.

Once you have updated the girls’/adults’ information, enter your troop debit card information and click
“Process Payment”.

(*Please be sure there are sufficient funds in the account to cover any charges.)

GSUSA is adding a new feature that will allow you to report you new position codes which should be
available late April. You can complete early bird re-registration now and update your position codes
later or you can wait until the feature is available and complete your registration then.

Check the “Re-reg” box on the paper copy of your roster for each member you renewed online and
return to your Service Unit Registrar or designated Service team member by June 1.
