SUMMARY OF COUNCIL MONEY EARNING POLICY


“Money-earning” refers to activities following a planned budget and carried out by girls and adults, in partnership, to earn money for the group treasury.**


Troops, groups, individual members, geographic units, communities, and other Girl Scout volunteer representatives within the Council are not permitted to directly solicit foundations, corporations, or individuals.  Troop money earning activities must receive written approval from the Service Unit Manager.  


Troops are encouraged to participate in council-sponsored product sales.


Troops wishing to conduct money-earning projects other than the council-sponsored product sale must have participated in the most recent sale if eligible at the time.  


No Troop, group, geographic unit, or community money-earning projects or money-earning projects by other Girl Scout volunteer representatives shall be held during:


United Way Campaign in the county or area (unless allowed by the local United Way);


Local solicitation activities or events in support of the council-sponsored Annual Campaign;


Council-sponsored product sales, beginning with the first day of order taking and ending with the last day of deliveries.
