Sponsorship Opportunity for Conservation and Fly Fishing Youth Camp - For several
years, Triangle Fly Fishers has sponsored a camper to attend the NC Trout Unlimited
Rivercourse, a cold water conservation and fly fishing youth camp. The week-long
camp, June 20-25, 2010, is held at Lake Logan Center in Canton, North Carolina.
This year Triangle Fly Fishers would like to sponsor a Girl Scout from North Carolina
Coastal Pines for this camp. Sponsorship will include the cost of tuition
